 27, 28, 29 September 2010 (2nd course 4,5,6 Oct) 

Attendance is required at all sessions.  

This course is intended as an introduction to sailing using the Optimist sailing dinghy. It involves approx 8 hours of tuition 
both on and off the water.  

The recommended age for participants is 8 - 15 years. 

Water confidence and the ability to swim at least 50 metres is required.  

Parents are welcome to participate in supporting children during the Course if possible. Qualified YACHTING 

New Zealand instructors and assistants run the course.  

While safety is a paramount concern at QCYC, however all those taking part in the course do so at their own 

risk.
