This is a chicken rearing project for 2010.  These chickens grow into excellent laying hens.  Day old 

Shaver Brown pullet chicks will arrive in Blenheim on approximately Friday 3 September.  They can be 
collected from the airport.  Arrival and pick up details will be provided closer to the time.  On collection of the 
chicks you will need to keep them in a sheltered and protected environment with a heat lamp for 4-6 weeks.  

They will be hand reared and a diary will be provided for your child to record daily progress. 

The cost is $20.00 per unit (four chickens). 

Any project chickens will be eligible for participation in Group Day on October 27th at Linkwater School.  Full 
details of Group Day have been sent to your school so please contact your school office for further information.
